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For nearly a decade Trees de Mits (1951, Belgium) has been working on a series of sculptures inspired by medical apparatus and human organs. Her unique installations have been shown internationally, from Montana USA, to Heidelberg, Rouen, Banff, and Ghent, where she now lives and works.  In addition, her sculptures have featured in over 30 publications, including the groundbreaking ‘Confrontational Ceramics’, published in 2007. Following her recent show at De Witte Voet Galerie, De Mits has chosen a selection of porcelain works and photographs specifically for Art Amsterdam.
Clare Twomey (1968, UK) is a recent addition to the eclectic group of artists who show at De Witte Voet Galerie. This British sculptor is well known for her thoughtful site specific installations. Since graduating from Edinburgh College of Art and the Royal College of Art in London she has often worked on large scale pieces and she describes her work as having been “influenced by observations of human interaction and political behaviour”. Her sculptures often invite an unusual degree of participation, as in her display of pristine ceramic tiles which invited viewers to walk on and crush, leaving unplanned trails of destruction. For Art Amsterdam, Twomey will be showing a compelling installation; an entire wall of what appear to be ceramic ‘Polaroid photographs’ where the images seem to have been drained away.

Anne Marie van Sprang (1960, The Netherlands) is renowned for her exquisite porcelain sculptures and her eclectic work has been shown extensively worldwide. She works in both two and three dimensions and says that her work often tries to show “vulnerability transformed into energy”. Most of her objects and drawings are smaller than a human hand although they may seem huge when looked at closely. Since 1996 has worked regularly with porcelain and for Art Amsterdam she will be showing nine smaller works in a glass vitrine. In this reflective piece, each sculpture seems to be trying to find a sense of balance within the grid-like compartments.  Van Sprang has also been invited to participate in the Dutch porcelain exhibition at the Princessehof in Leeuwaarden later on this year. 
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
